	Changes Included in This Part
	Block 1.H.28.a is corrected and block 2.C.10.b is added to state that for the purposes of establishing service connection under 38 CFR 3.307(a)(6) and 38 CFR 3.309(e), service in the Republic of Vietnam (RVN) means service in the RVN or its inland waterways or service in other locations if the conditions of service involved duty or visitation in the RVN.  A reference to General Counsel precedent opinion 27-97 is also added.  The subsequent blocks in topic 2.C.10 are renumbered, and reference citations are updated accordingly in blocks 2.C.10.c, 2.C.10.l, and 2.C.10.m.

Block 1.H.28.c is corrected to replace “38 CFR 3.313” with “38 CFR 3.307(a)(6)(iii).”  This block pertains to entitlement based on exposure to herbicides under 38 CFR 3.307, and not entitlement under 38 CFR 3.313.

The note in block 1.H.28.e is revised to clarify that entitlement to service connection for non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma under 38 CFR 3.313 does not require service on land in the RVN or in its inland waterways.
