Use as a Supplement to the Lender's Handbook�
The Lender's Handbook contains the basic information lenders need to know in order to make VA loans.  VA employees need to know this same basic information to perform duties related to loan processing.  Most of the information in the Lender's Handbook is not repeated in this manual.  Therefore, VA loan processing personnel must make full use of the Lender's Handbook in conjunction with this manual.
