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CHAPTER 2. ADVANCE PAYMENT PROCEDURES


2.01  GENERAL





An advance payment is the subsistence allowance due for the initial month or fraction of a month in which training will commence or recommence plus the allowance due for the following month.





2.02	 ELIGIBILITY





a.	An advance payment can be authorized only under the following conditions:





(1)	The veteran must specifically request an advance payment; and





(2)	 The educational institution has agreed to and can satisfactorily carry out the advance payment provisions of the law, and





(3)	The advance payment enrollment period must begin at least I full calendar month after the end of the last enrollment period for which benefits were paid.





b.	An advance payment will be authorized only if the veteran is planning to enroll in an institutional course on at least a half-time basis.  No advance payment will be made for an apprenticeship, on-the-job training program, or other course not measured on an institutional basis under VAR's 14270 through 14275.





c.	It should be noted that the agreement to participate in the advance payment program submitted by schools will cover advance payment under all chapters and a separate letter of agreement pertaining to chapter 31 payments will not be needed, except for schools being utilized for chapter 31 training that are not on the SAA-approved list.





2.03	 APPLICATION





a.	The veteran's request for an advance payment must be submitted in writing and must be received by the VA at least 30 days prior to registration.  The veteran's signed and dated request for an advance payment should generally be as follows: "I request an advance payment of subsistence allowance." This statement can be given to the counseling psychologist or VRS (Vocational Rehabilitation Specialist) during the orientation-to-training session or during a training assistance visit.  If necessary, the veteran can also submit the advance payment request to the C&R (Counseling and Rehabilitation) activity by mail.  Prior to requesting an advance payment, it is important that the veteran have the opportunity to discuss with the VRS the advantages and disadvantages of an advance payment.





b.	The C&R staff will furnish chapter 31 advance payment information to counselees, trainees and school officials.  When an advance payment is requested, the C&R staff must determine if an advance payment is appropriate.  If a request for advance payment cannot be processed, the VRS will notify the veteran that regular payment will be issued instead of advance payment and explain the reason why.  If the school has been sent authorization indicating that advance payment was planned, the VRS will explain the change to the school as well as to the veteran.





2.04  AWARD ACTION





a.	The C&R staff must authorize advance payment in all cases in which the veteran desires an advance payment and the requirements for such payment are met.





b.	 The C&R staff will prepare VA Form 22-1905, Authorization and Certification of Entrance or Reentrance into Training and Certification of Trainee Status.  The VA Form 22-1905 will be forwarded to Authorization with sections A, B, and D completed to provide the information needed for award action.  Item 5 in section B will be checked "Yes," indicating that advance payment is authorized.
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c.	Ordinary leave of absence may be approved, as needed, but in no case may ordinary leave in excess of an aggregate of 30 days be authorized in any 12 months of training, beginning with the date of the veteran's entrance into training.





d.	Authorization, upon receipt of VA Form 22-1905 indicating that an advance payment is authorized, will prepare the appropriate award on VA Form 22-1907a, Authorization of Subsistence Allowance.  The advance payment award should not be processed to the Finance activity more than 35 days prior to the commencing date of the award, nor should an advance payment award be processed on or after the course beginning date.  Current instructions for preparing awards on VA Form 22-1907a will apply with the following exceptions:





(1)	 The legend "ADVANCE PAYMENT AUTHORIZED" will be entered in item 12, Remarks.  This legend is to alert the Finance activity to process the award for an advance payment.





(2)	Advance payment cases will be referred "Special" or hand carried to the Finance activity for expedited action.





(3)	The Finance activity will process a teletype payment.  The cases will then be referred to the Input activity for normal handling.  The advance payment checks will be mailed to the school for delivery to the veteran at the time of registration.  If the school's report of delivery of the advance payment check to the veteran indicates a change in the veteran's enrollment, C&R will complete a subsequent VA Form 22-1905, showing any new address and forward it to Authorization for appropriate award action.





(4)	VA Form 22-1923, Notice of Authorization of Subsistence Allowance, will be used to notify the veteran that the advance payment check is being sent to the school and that it may be picked up at the school during registration, but not earlier than 30 days before the beginning date of the term.





(5)	If the veteran fails to register, C&R will prepare a VA Form 22-1905 and forward it to Authorization for appropriate stop-payment action.  Prior payment information in item 14 on VA Form 22-1907a will be required.
