Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 28 September 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 29 October 2001, to  adopt as a final rule amendments to a Board Rule of Practice concerning subpoenas. Changes:



• In §20.711, revised paragraphs (c), (e), (f), (g), and (h), and added a new paragraph (i).


2. On 3 October 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 11 February 1997, to amend the Rules of Practice of the Board of Veterans' Appeals relating to the time limit for filing a substantive appeal in order to implement an opinion by the General Counsel of the Department of Veterans Affairs that, in some cases, when a claimant files additional evidence, the deadline for filing a substantive appeal may be extended. Changes:



• In §20.302, revised paragraph (b); and



• Revised §20.304.


3. On 22 October 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 21 November 2001, to clarify that the Board of Veterans’ Appeals may address questions related to its jurisdiction in the first instance, and to provide for notice and an opportunity to comment when the Board raises jurisdictional questions on its own initiative. Changes:



• In §19.35, revised the first sentence; 



• In §20.101, revised paragraph (c), and added new paragraphs (d) and (e); and



• Removed and reserved §20.203.
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
