By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 

1. On 24 February 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to revise existing procedures and requirements regarding recognition of service organizations and accreditation of their representatives and of agents, attorneys, and individuals seeking to represent claimants for benefits administered by VA in order to improve clarity and to enhance VA’s ability to assure high quality representation of claimants. ( In §14.629, revised the section heading and introductory text; removed paragraphs (a)(1)(i)-(iii); revised paragraphs (a) introductory text, (a)(1), (a)(2)(ii), (b), and (c); and added a note at the end of the section;



( In § 14.631, revised paragraph (a) introductory text; removed paragraphs (c)(3) and (e); redesignated paragraphs (b)-(d) as (e)-(g); revised newly redesignated paragraphs (e), (f)(1), and (g); and added new paragraph (b)-(d);



( In §14.634, removed the cross references paragraph at the end of the section; and



( In §14.635, revised the introductory text and paragraph (b).

On 24 February 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective 26 March 2003, to establish requirements regarding the use of Fisher Houses and other temporary lodging by veterans receiving VA medical care or Compensation and Pension examinations and by family members or other persons accompanying veterans to provide the equivalent of familial support. 3. On 13 March 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to adopt as final a rule affecting §17.96 that was originally published on 14 July 1998 (63 Fed. Reg. 37779).


4. On 19 March 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective 18 April 2003, to amend a Board of Veterans’ Appeals Rule of Practice to remove an unnecessary restriction on who may withdraw an appeal to the Board of Veterans’ Appeals and to clarify appeal withdrawal procedures. Change:

On 19 March 2003, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date (except for §§61.11, 61.14, 16.17, 61.31, 61.41, and 61.51, which are effective 3 April 2003), to revise regulations concerning the VA Homeless Providers Grant and Per Diem Program to implement the provisions of the Homeless Veterans Comprehensive Assistance Act of 2001; establish provisions in the form of funding priorities to meet a statutory mandate; add provisions to state that to receive assistance under the interim final rule, an entity must not be in default by failing to meet requirements under any previously awarded grant; and provide that each resident of supportive housing may be required to pay rent in an amount determined by the recipient, except that such rent may not exceed 30 percent of the resident’s monthly income not including amounts equal to medical expenses, child care expenses, or court ordered payments.
