Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 28 June 2005, the VA published a rule, effective 7 October 2004, to affirm as final without change, an interim final rule that established presumptions of service connection for atherosclerotic heart disease, hypertensive vascular disease, and stroke in former prisoners of war; set forth guidelines to govern future actions by the VA to establish presumptions of service connection for other diseases associated with service involving detention or internment as a prisoner of war; and revised VA regulations to conform to statutory changes made by the Veterans Benefits Act of 2003. The interim rule revised paragraph (c) of §3.309.
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
