On 4 November 2005, the VA published a final rule, effective 5 December 2005, to amend patients’ rights regulations by bringing provisions regarding medication, restraints, and seclusion into conformity with current law and practice; to clarify that it is permissible for VA patients to receive medication prescribed by any appropriate health care professional authorized to prescribe medication, and that it is permissible for any authorized licensed health care professional to order the use of restraints and seclusion when necessary; and to make nonsubstantive changes in the patients’ rights regulations for purposes of clarification.
