By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 10 March 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend VA regulations that delegate authority to manage, direct, and coordinate rulemaking activities to certain officials, in order to reflect the Secretary of Veterans Affairs’ decisions to designate the General Counsel as the Department’s Regulatory Policy Officer and to transfer the Office of Regulation Policy and Management to the Office of the General Counsel. Change:



( In §2.6, added new paragraph (e)(1), and removing paragraph (l).


2. On 16 March 2009, the VA published correcting amendments, effective that same date, to correct a final rule originally published at 73 FR 29852 (22 May 2008) governing the representation of claimants for VA benefits, by removing obsolete regulations without making any substantive change to the content of the final rule. Changes:



( Removed the cross-reference immediately following the Subpart G heading;



( Removed and reserved §§20.601–20.607; and



( Added a note at the end of Subpart G.


3. On 18 March 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend its adjudication regulations regarding special monthly compensation and compensation for paired organs, in order to incorporate relevant statutory provisions from the Dr. James Allen Veteran Vision Equity Act of 2007. Changes:



( In §3.350, revised paragraph (e)(1)(iii); and



( In §3.383, revised paragraph (a)(1).


4. On 19 March 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend its adjudication regulations regarding entitlement to full concurrent receipt of military retired pay and veterans disability compensation based on a VA determination of individual unemployability, in order to implement §642 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2008 which provides that veterans who are entitled to receive veterans disability compensation based on a VA determination of individual unemployability are no longer subject to a phase-in period. Change:



( In §3.750, revised paragraphs (b)(1) and (c)(1)(ii); redesignated paragraph (c)(2) as (c)(3); and added a new paragraph (c)(2).


5. On 31 March 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to adopt as final an interim final rule affecting §3.304(f) that was originally published at 73 Fed. Reg. 64208 (29 October 2008).
