Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


 1. On 23 April 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend VA regulations by making nonsubstantive changes for purposes of clarity and accuracy. Changes:



( Changed the spelling of posttraumatic in Diagnostic Code 9411 in §4.130, and in Appendices B and C to the Schedule for Rating Disabilities; and



( Changed the spelling of posttraumatic in the definition for chronically mentally ill in §61.1.

2. On 1 May 2009, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend existing regulations regarding authority to provide Government-furnished memorial headstones and markers in order to incorporate a statutory amendment which provides that eligibility for a memorial headstone or marker is extended to a veteran’s surviving spouse who had a subsequent remarriage and whose remains are unavailable for interment. Changes:
