M01 Screen (Deduction/Receivable/ Balance/EFT Data)











The M01 screen DEDUCTION/RECEIVABLE/ BALANCE/EFT DATA” displays accounts receivable information and the Electronic Funds Transfer address from the Chapter 1606 master record.  This screen will allow both inquiry, and corrective(CORR) actions processed to a particular field.

Differences Between Systems


The M01 screen is new in Chapter 1606 but is similar to the M01 screen in Chapter 30. To increase or decrease a receivable in Chapter 1606, the user is required to process a Fiscal transaction. To process any EFT information you must use the CADD command and the 601 screen will be utilized.


Accessing the M01 Screen


Valid commands to access the M01 screen are CADJ, CDAT, CORR, SUSP, RESU, and MINQ.  The M01 screen can be accessed through direct input of the screen number M01 on the READY screen or through an entry of the screen number in the NEXT SCREEN field on the 16M, M21, M22, M23, 310,312,317,411, 601 screens, using the commands mentioned above.  Under all commands but CORR, the operator will have inquiry capability only.  However, under CORR the operator will have the ability to modify certain fields.





Access for Inquiry/Input From READY Screen  


To access the M01 screen directly with the MINQ or CORR command, the following entries are required on the READY screen.
