F25 Screen                                (Accounts Receivable Adjustments) 





The F25 ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE ADJUSTMENT SCREEN is used to process 04E, 08E, 07C, 07D and 18 transactions, utilizing the FIST command. These transactions establish, decrease, waive, write off accounts receivable, to establish or change the amount of a deduction. 

�Difference Between System

In the old Chapter 106 system Fiscal Transactions were not processed on-line.  The Fiscal transactions in CH 1606 are similar to those in Chapter 30.



Accessing  the F25 Screen 

Accessing for Inquiry

All Fiscal transactions may be reviewed after the FIST processing is complete by initiating the PENF command on the READY screen by entering the following fields.  Only one transaction may be processed at a time on the F25 screen.

Updating the Master Record 

The master record will not be updated until the FIST transaction is authorized using the FAUT command on the F95 screen.  The last activity field on the M21 screen will reflect the last transaction processed.

Only one transaction type can be selected at one time on the screen.  When all required fields are completed on the F25 screen press the ENTER key and fields will be edited.  If errors exist the error messages will be displayed, if all edits are passed processing will be complete and transaction will be passed on to the update module.



04E-Establish/Increase Account Receivable 

The 04E transaction will establish a “B” or “C” class receivable in an existing master record.  A recurring deduction may also be introduced if the award is in a running status. An 04E for a “C” class receivable may also be established for a given master record.  





08E-Decrease Account Receivable

The 08E is used to decrease the balance of any “B” or “C” class receivable by the transaction amount.







07C-Waiver Full or Partial 

The 07C waives either partial or total amount of an account receivable and results in loss of entitlement of the amount waived.  A standard letter may be released for this transaction.





07D-Write-off

The 07B results in the deletion of the designated account receivable.





18-Estab/Change Recurring Deduction

The 18 begins or adjusts a recurring deduction for an account receivable in a running award master record.
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
