CHAPTER 9. ACTIVE XC-ACCOUNTS, ADDITIONAL INSURANCE PENDING





9.01	RH INSURANCE PENDING





a.	When a VA Form 29-368d, Report of Status for Settlement of Death Claims, is received on an active account and an application for RH insurance is pending, the claims clerk will complete the system-generated form. The form will be completed to include all credits, including dividends, whether or not the credit is necessary to establish or prevent lapse of the RH account if approved. The notation RH Application Pending will be entered in item 24, Remarks.





b.	The claims clerk will not complete the generated form if one or more of the following conditions exist:





(I)	A conditional cash surrender is pending.





(2)	A request to cancel the existing insurance is pending.





(3)	The insurance in force, plus the amount applied for under RH, equals more than $10,000.





(4)	Any other item that would affect payment of the claim.





c.	Initial letters of notification and related forms will not be released to the designated beneficiary when processing of the RH application is pending at time of death. They will not be released for other NSLI or USGLI accounts for the same insured.





d.	If the RH application is approved, the case will be hand-carried back to the Death Claims activity. The claims clerk will clerically prepare VA Form 29-368d for the RH account.





e.	If VA Forms 29-368d on other NSLI or USGLI accounts are held pending for action to be completed on the RH application, take action to adjust and complete these forms under existing instructions.





9.02	REINSTATEMENT PENDING





	The instructions in paragraph 9.01 also apply to applications for reinstatement or replacement of insurance which was surrendered or which expired while the insured was on active duty.
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
