The F35 COLLECTIONS/RETURN CHECKS screen is used to process A04 AND A08 transactions, utilizing the COLL command.  These transactions process returned checks and collections.

Difference Between Systems 


In the old Chapter 106 system Fiscal transactions were not processed on-line.  The Fiscal transactions in CH1606 are similar to those used in the other benefit programs including Chapter 30.





Accessing the F35 Screen


The F35 screen is accessible by using the COLL command via the READY Screen.





Accessing for Inquiry


The COLL input screen is used to inquire Pending fiscal transaction and update records.  If a Document Number and Benefit Type are input along with the command, a search of the Pending Fiscals is completed to find the record.

Only one transaction type can be selected at one time on the screen.  When all required fields are completed on the F35 screen, press the ENTER key and fields will be edited.  If errors exist the error messages will be displayed.  If all edits are passed processing will be complete and the transaction will be passed on to the update module.





COLL Command  


Because of complex edits in Chapter 1606 “COLL” command, it is essential that these transactions be processed before the funds are actually deposited on SF215.





A04-Debit Voucher/  Uncollectible Check


The A04 transaction is used to process checks returned for reason of non-sufficient funds, which were previously applied as cash collections for CH 1606 receivable.  The A04 represents the SF5515 Debit Voucher total and the embedded process 04B will establish or increase a 56B-account receivable.  Any existing proceeds in the master record will be applied to the receivable introduced by the 04B. 





A08-Deposit Ticket/Cash Collection


The A08 transaction is used to apply cash collections to individual master records.  The A08 represents the total of the SF215 Deposit Ticket and the embedded process 08 will apply the funds to the individual master record.  The cash collection will be applied first to the designated account receivable on the 08 transaction and then to any other existing “A” or “B” class receivable.
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
