Part VIII, "Chapter 106 Procedures," Veterans Benefits Administration Manual M22 4, "Education Procedures," is changed as follows:
References and FTS telephone numbers are updated throughout this change. Revised material is indicated by brackets [ ].
Pages 5-i through 5-12: Remove these pages and substitute pages 5-i through 5-12 attached.
Paragraph 5.01-subparagraph c is amended to remove references to internal reconciliation, which is no longer performed, and to provide expanded information on the Computer Matching Act (formerly subpar. d, which has been deleted).
Figure 5.01-amended to add NOE message codes 7104 and 7105 and to delete NOE message codes 7103 and 7155-7157.
Paragraph 5.02-subparagraph c is revised to clarify the relationship between NOE messages and the DOD screen. Subparagraph d, dealing with internal reconciliation, is deleted because the internal reconciliation is no longer run. A note is added to emphasize that only changes to the DOD screen generate NOE messages. Adjudication action cannot cause an NOE message.
Paragraph 5.03-subparagraph b is amended to provide information on the retention of NOE messages in the Target system. A note is added to subparagraph d to clarify that action on NOE messages must be taken only upon review of the entire record. The indicated actions are required only if there is no evidence of record that requires clarification. Subparagraph d(2) is amended to provide a distinction between using termination reasons 99 and 66. Subparagraph d(4) is added to explain the effect of Target jurisdiction on the generation of NOE messages. Subparagraph d(5) is added to provide information on multiple NOE messages on the same case.
Paragraph 5.04-the NOTE is amended to clarify that if a component reports a new date of eligibility following a period of separation from the Selected Reserve, the date should be confirmed before any award action is taken to adjust the date of eligibility.
Paragraph 5.05-subparagraph a(1) is amended to explain that benefits should not be terminated earlier than the latest ELIG SUSP/TERM date on a DOD screen. Subparagraph e is amended to explain termination messages with no date of termination.
Paragraph 5.06-a NOTE is added to emphasize that a report of Ineligible after a DOD screen has shown Eligible should be verified before termination action is taken. Subparagraph c is amended to clarify that certain messages apply only to reservists who have not signed 6-year agreements after October 1, 1990.
Paragraph 5.10-amended to delete references to internal reconciliation. Descriptions of NOE messages for disability separation and involuntary separation are added.
Paragraph 5.11-amended to refer to the RECORD TYPE field on the DOD screen to assist in determining which of multiple NOE messages should be used to make adjustments.
Paragraph 5.13-amended to delete references to administrative error, which is covered in paragraph 5.06 and chapter 3, and to add information on the relationship between NOE messages and COIN 282 report. 
Paragraph 5.15-amended to clarify that certain award actions can be taken without a supporting DOD screen or NOE message.

Paragraph 2.02-subparagraph g is amended to reference procedures for establishing Target controls for supplemental issues. Subparagraph h is added to explain CORR processing.
Paragraph 2.03c-amended to reference procedures for establishing Target controls for supplemental issues.
Paragraph 2.04-subparagraphs c and d explain limitations of the interim chapter 106 system for amended awards and stop/reentrance awards.
Paragraph 2.05b-amended to include COIN EDU 290 report.
Pages 3-i through 3-7: Remove these pages and substitute pages 3-i through 3-8 attached.

Paragraph 3.05b-revised to clarify which eligibility date to use in case of conflicting dates.
Paragraph 3.06-amended to require Target control of development actions. Subparagraph b is revised to clarify procedures for conflicting dates of eligibility on DOD screens.
Paragraph 3.07-amended to provide more detailed instructions for interpreting multiple DOD screens and the deferral of overpayment creation until conflicting eligibility dates are verified.
Paragraph 3.09-amended to clarify procedures for reservists who have left the Selected Reserve and subsequently reenter within one year. Subparagraph d is added to provide for the Persian Gulf War delimiting date extension.
Paragraph 3.10-amended to remove the counseling paragraph which is covered in other parts of the manual. The current paragraph was formerly paragraph 3.11, which is deleted.

Part VIII, "Chapter 106 Procedures," Veterans Benefits Administration Manual M22 4, "Education Procedures," is changed as follows:
Title 38, U.S.C. and 38 CFR references, rates, and FTS telephone numbers are updated throughout this change. This change contains a reference to M22-4, part IV, chapter 11, which is not yet published. The referenced material is currently contained in M22-2, part IV, chapter 6. Revised material is indicated by brackets [ ]. 
Title page through page iii: Remove these pages and substitute the title page through page iii attached.
Pages 1-i through 1-7: Remove these pages and substitute pages 1-i through 1-10 attached.
Paragraph 1.03-NOTE clarifies that VA does not make policy decisions on basic eligibility issues for chapter 106. Subparagraph e is amended to clarify that certain reservists on active duty are eligible to participate in the chapter 30 program. Subparagraph f is amended to clarify that a separation from the reserves for more than one year terminates eligibility to chapter 106 benefits. Subparagraph g is added to include the tuition assistance restriction on less than half time training.
Paragraph 1.05-subparagraph c is amended to reflect entitlement charges based on different rate schedules. Subparagraph d is added to include an unpublished manual reference to Persian Gulf War entitlement restoration procedures. The current Gulf War adjustment procedures are contained in Circular 22-92-9.
Paragraph 1.06-amended to clarify eligibility under chapter 106 and other programs.
Paragraph 1.07-amended to correct the delimiting date computation formula. This correction has been made to all references to delimiting date throughout the chapter. Subparagraph d is added to provide a 10-year eligibility period for persons involuntarily separated from the Selected Reserve. Award procedures for involuntarily separated reservists are in Circular 22-93-3, paragraph 12.
Paragraph 1.08-subparagraph b(2) is amended to provide a cross reference to part III. Subparagraph c is added to provide the Persian Gulf War delimiting date adjustment.
Paragraph 1.09-subparagraph b is amended to provide the scheduled expiration of flight training. The reference in subparagraph g is not yet published. Current tutorial assistance procedures are contained in Circular 22-93-3. Subparagraph h is amended to clarify that work study programs at National Guard armories can be approved. Subparagraph i is added to state that education loans are not available in the chapter 106 program.
Paragraph 1.10-amended to reference a rate table, shown in figure 1.01.
Paragraph 1.11-two notes are added to clarify the use of the NOBE (Notice of Basic Eligibility) for establishing eligibility.
Paragraph 1.13-added to provide cross references to M22-4 chapters for procedures common to all education programs.
