The file will contain a brief, plain-language description of every substantive modification made since the last update.


By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 4 June 2008, the VA published a correcting amendment, effective that same date, to correct a cross-reference in regulations governing presumptive service connection for certain diseases from exposure to ionizing radiation during military service. Change:



( In §3.309, revised the cross-reference in paragraph (d)(3)(vii)(C).


2. On 23 June 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to implement section 662 of the National Defense Authorization Act of 2006 (Pub. L. 109-163) which prohibits interment and memorialization in a national or State veterans cemetery of certain persons who have been convicted of a Federal or State capital crime and whose conviction is final, unless such a person’s sentence was commuted by the President or the Governor of a State. Changes:



( In §38.600, revised definitions for Federal capital crime and State capital crime;



( In §38.617, revised paragraphs (a) and (e)(1)(i)–(ii);



( In §39.5, added a new paragraph (d); and



( In §39.6, revised paragraph (c)(1).


3. On 30 June 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective 30 July 2008, to amend VA beneficiary travel regulations that provide a mechanism for payment of travel expenses within the United States under 38 U.S.C. 111 to help veterans and other persons obtain care and services from VA’s Veterans Health Administration. Changes:

( Removed §§17.143–17.145; and



( Added a new Part 70 (§§70.1–70.50).
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
